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Research on the Construction of College Students’ Entrepreneur Identity

Based on the Analysis of Media Narrative Content

Abstract: Helping and promoting the construction of college students’ entreprencur identity is one of the
important problems faced by college entreprencurship education. With the “linguistic turn” of entrepreneurship
research, the analysis of media narrative content plays a more and more important role in the study of entrepreneur
identity construction. Based on the stories of 100 college students’ entreprencurs selected and publicly reported by
authoritative media, this paper uses the grounded theory to code and analyze the narrative transmission content of
entrepreneurs on the entrepreneurial process. It is found that the construction of contemporary college students’
entrepreneur identity is a diversified development process driven by the participation of society, organizations and
individuals. In essence, college entrepreneurship education requires such different levels as teachers, schools and
society to speed up the cultivation of college students’ entrepreneurs in a multi-pronged way.
